A. The world our students live in tries to be organized, so understanding how to use
: line plots or bar graphs is a skill they will be able to use down the road whether
reading a newspaper or in their jobs.

Q. How does putting students in small groups help break down language barriers?

A. Working in small groups takes away many of the language barriers. We are able
to group students if they need help with their language skills. Math is a universal
language, so doing line plots and different types of mathematics is a place where
our second language learners can really excel.
