WHAT IS JUNETEENTH?

Juneteenth, also referred to as “Emancipation Day” or “Freedom Day”, celebrates the end of slavery in the
United States. President Abraham Lincoln signed the Emancipation Proclamation on January 1, 1863, freeing
those enslaved. Yet the news of freedom landed in Galveston, Texas two and a half years later on June 19™,
1865. Texas was the last state to abolish slavery and the first state to recognize Juneteenth as an official state
holiday. Juneteenth is a symbol of freedom from slave trade across all states.

The holiday received its name by combining June and nineteenth. Juneteenth is celebrated in many
communities across the United States, which include people enjoying music and food that connect them to a
shared ancestry and history.
