School board members conducted a conference
call last night with lobbyist Marie Sullivan to get an
update on this year's Legislative session. Sullivan
reported it appears there is not much interest in
education related spending during this 60-day
short legislative session.

Bills related to school levies, School Employees
Benefits Boards (SEBB) and staff funding ratios
are not getting traction, according to Sullivan. She
reported legislators are recommending further
study on these issues following this session in
preparation for next year's long legislative session.

She reported good news from Olympia as
Governor Jay Inslee personally endorsed keeping
$95,000 in his budget proposal to help fund the
