	 When Superintendent Dr. Wade Smith 
and the School Board led an inclusive and 
comprehensive strategic planning process in 
2017, they challenged students and educators 
to improve academic performance. This 
spring board members reviewed target goals 
as part of its accountability promised to the 
community. 	
	 Since the plan's inception nearly five years 
ago, graduation rates have soared to all-time 
highs, from 79.4% to 91.7%. Additionally, the 
district has virtually eliminated the graduation 
gap between student populations through an 
unwavering commitment toward equity and 
access.

	 When district officials learned earlier this 
year attendance at school sporting events 
would be limited due to COVID safety 
protocols, staff and students came together 
to form a new live streaming network. Blue 
Devil Northwest (BDNW) emerged as the 
vehicle to live stream Walla Walla High 
School varsity sports on YouTube. BDNW 
is managed by the 21st Century Afterschool 
Program and utilizes students to operate 
cameras, control board operations, develop 
graphics and serve as broadcasters. 
	 “This program creates opportunities 
to showcase our student-athletes and 
provide job experience for students,” said 
Andrew Sayers, program advisor. “This is 
a great opportunity for fans to live stream 
Wa-Hi Sports on their phone, computer, or 
television via YouTube.”

has increased nearly 20% under the 
school board's oversight to nearly 90%, 
10% above the state average. 
	 "Built on a foundation of stakeholder 
voice and inclusion, the plan incorporated 
a “We All Belong Here” vision that 
prioritized quality instruction, aligned 
systems, student supports and community 
partnerships," said Superintendent Smith. 
"We are seeing more kids graduate and 
more kids prepared when they get to 
college based on data linked to students 
taking remedial courses. Our kids are 
persisting and outpacing state averages 
for keeping enrolled in college  compared 
to their counterparts across the state."
	 Approximately 60 percent of district 
graduates pursue higher education, which 
includes two- and four-year colleges and 
vocational schools.
