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Yesterday afternoon, Sergio Hernandez took school board mem-
bers and Superintendent Mick Miller on a tour of the Southeast
Area Technical Skills Center. Construction began in spring 2013
and classes will start in fall 2014. Hernandez reported the project
is on schedule and remains within budget. The project cost is ap-
proximately $11 million. The state funded this project through school
construction match dollars. WWCC is leasing the land to Walla
Walla Public Schools for $1 per year. The district’s matching por-
tion of the project cost is the value of the lease over 30 years.
There was no local bond taxes used to fund the project.

Enrollment numbers near budget target
October’s enrollment numbers are stronger than
anticipated. The district gained 27 students this
month so it is only three students below budget
projections, according to a report last night from
Business Operations Director Ted Cohan.

Cohan said Running Start and Greenways Online
Learning program enrollment numbers accounted
for the gains.

Fund balance remains strong

Cohan also reported the district is close to closing
the books on the 2012-13 budget cycle. He said
it appears the district will finish the year with a
$6.5 million fund balance which meets the budget
target.

Facility use agreement fees

Cohan said the district is reviewing its policy on
Facilities Use by community groups. Currently
the district is not collecting fees as required by
board policy.

The district is considering enforcing this policy
beginning next year. Cohan said the district could
collect up to $50,000 in revenue to offset utilities
and custodian fees.
