Second Grade Families: In Walla Walla Public Schools, we operate in an aligned and coherent system. This means students will
receive access to the same promise standards no matter which school they attend.

e Use addition and subtraction within 100 to solve one-and two-step word problems.

e Fluently add and subtract within 20 using mental strategies.

e Understand that the three digits of a three-digit number represent amounts of hundreds, tens, and ones.
e Fluently add and subtract within 100 using various strategies.

e Add and subtract within 1000, using various strategies based on place value.

e Measure the length of an object by selecting and using appropriate tools such as rulers, yardsticks, meter sticks, and measuring
tapes.

e Tell and write time from analog and digital clocks to the nearest five minutes, using a.m. and p.m.

e Solve word problems involving bills, quarters, dimes, nickels, and pennies, using $ and ¢ signs.

e Draw a picture graph and a bar graph to represent a data set with up to four categories. Solve simple put-
together, take-apart, and compare problems using information presented in a bar graph.

e Partition a rectangle into rows and columns of same-size squares and count to find the total number of them.
