Ratios Expressions and Equations Number Systems

Seventh Grade Math Promise Standards

e Decide whether two quantities are in a proportional relationship, e.g, by testing for equivalent ratios in
a table or graphing on a coordinate plane and observing whether the graph is a straight through the
origin.

e [dentify the constant of proportionality (unit rate) in tables, graphs, equations, diagrams, and verbal
descriptions of proportional relationships.

e Represent proportional relationships by equations.

e Explain what a point (x, y) on the graph of a proportional relationship means in terms of the situation,
with special attention to the points (0,0) and (1,r) where r is the unit rate.

e Apply properties of operations as strategies to add, subtract, factor, and expand linear expressions
with rational coefficients.

e Solve word problems leading to equations of the form Px + g =r and p(x + q) =r, where p, g and r are
specific rational numbers. Solve equations of these forms fluently. Compare an algebraic solution to an
arithmetic solution, identifying the sequence of the operations used in each approach.

e Describe the situations in which opposite quantities combine to make 0.

e Apply properties of operations as strategies to add and subtract rational numbers.

e Apply properties of operations as strategies to multiply and divide rational numbers.
